Timings:

e 9:00am — KS1 parents/carers may begin arriving and head to the field. Please sign in at the side gate (sign-in sheet
provided).

e 9:30am —KS1 children arrive on the field. Athletics events begin, followed by running races from 11:00am.

e Around 11:00am — After activities, KS1 children will return inside. Parents/carers should remain on the field.

e 11:45am — KS2 parents/carers may begin arriving for the picnic and afternoon events. Please sign in at the side gate.

e From 12:00pm — KS1 children return to the field for their picnic lunch. If you are taking your child for lunch, please
inform the teacher, who will tick them off the register.

e From 12:10pm — KS2 children arrive for their picnic lunch. Again, please inform the teacher before taking your child.

o 1:00pm — A bell will sound. All children must return to their class teacher for registration. Children will then go back
inside.

e 1:30pm — KS2 children return to the field. Athletics events begin, followed by running races from 2:30pm.

e 3:00pm — Children return to class and are dismissed as usual.

If your child requires a school dinner, all meals will be picnic-style. Please select your child’s preferred roll filling on
Arbor.

You may bring items such as pop-up gazebos, blankets, chairs, and cool boxes. Please set up around the edge of the
field, away from running lanes and the athletics area. Staff will be available to guide you.

You may take photos of your own child. If other children are in the photo, please do not share it on social media. Phone
calls and other phone use must be done off school grounds.
